TOA HY-WM-FB0O8B and HY-WM-FBO8W are the mounting brackets designed for installing the optional
Subwoofer system FB-08BT or FB-08WT (hereinafter called “speaker”) to the wall.
Each bracket consists of a Wall bracket to be installed to the wall and a Speaker bracket to be attached to the

speaker.

Step 1. Mount the wall bracket on the wall.

* Bolts and nuts used for mounting the wall bracket to the wall are not supplied.

* Use M6 bolts and nuts.

» Be sure to mount the wall bracket to the wall using 6 bolts as shown in the e
figure at right. ®

Step 2. Secure the speaker bracket to the speaker. Wall bracket

2-1. Remove all screws from the left side of the speaker.

2-2. Secure the speaker bracket to the left side of the speaker using the supplied screws.
Recommended tightening torque: 7 N-m

Step 3. Attach the safety wire to the left side of the speaker as shown in the figure below. (2 places)

* Install the safety wire on a wall side to the location that is
strong enough to withstand the entire weight of the speaker
